FOREWARD

This collection of Knoxville News-Sentinel (TN) articles was begun in February 2020
for the purpose of making historical information available for the 90th Anniversary
Celebration of North Knoxville Baptist Church in Knoxville, TN. The Celebration was
scheduled for March 29, 2000, but was cancelled because of the COVID-19 Pandemic. The
church was founded January 19, 1930.

This is a fairly complete set of articles published from 1930 through 2023 in the
Knoxviile News-Sentinel about North Knoxville Baptist Church. A few articles were
omitted because they had no useful information concerning the history of the church. The
search engine failed to find all files pertaining to the church, but no doubt it found the vast
majority of them. All images were obtained by copying from the website of the Knox
County Library System, and a personal subscription to Newspapers by Ancestry. com.
Some of the images, particularly photos, did not reproduce well when they were digitized
for the websites.

Some articles were modified by piecing them back together in a more readable
format to fit the layout of the articles. Type sizes varied as well as sometimes being spread
over several columns or pages, and photos were separated from articles. Also, a few of the
referenced page numbers shown are sometimes off by one or two pages.

The Knoxville Area Baptist
Pastors’ Conference has adopt-
ed a statement accusing The
News-Sentinel of suppressing
the views of those opposed to
the sale of liquor by the ounce.

Although a few abstained
from voting on the statement
yesterday at the Norih Knox*
ville Baptist Church, the majori-
ty of the approximately 38 pas-
tors present voted in favor of
the statement. There are ap-
proximately 150 members in the
organization.

The main basis of their com-
plaint was an advertisement
'written by Rev. Ray O. Jones
and run by McCarty Mortuary
last Friday. The ad, as it ap-
peared in the first edition of The
News-Sentinel, was illegal, since
it did not conform to regulations
|governing political advertising.
Because there was not time to
make it conform to legal re-
‘quirements, it was pulled from
the paper before the Home Edi-
tion. Misleading statements in it
were deleted, and McCarty was

offered a chance to run it later
in conformance with strict regu-
lations governing political ad-
vertising. They chose not to
reinsert the ad.

When ~questioned regarding
‘the statement, News-Sentine! of-
ficials said that they had car-
ried all the news that members
opposed to liquor by the ounce
had offered. Cited as evidence
of this was the fact that when
this same group of Baptist pas-
tors made an official statement
opposing liquor by the ounce, it
appeared on Page One of The
News-Sentinel.

The statement accusing The
News-Sentinel yesterday was
drawn by the Rev. Jimmy
Stroud, pastor of the Park Lane
Baptist Church. No one from
The News-Sentinel was asked to
explain the reasons for the with-
drawal of the advertisement in
question last Friday.

" Tennessee has a ‘“Jesus freak' playing fullback.
- *“Somebody called me that once,' said Terry Moore. “I
took it as a compliment. If I'm not one, I want to be."

Terry, beginning his last lap as a Volunteer, wants to play
more than ever before. He wants to make his senior season his
best. He admits he’s anxious about whatever recognition he can
get. He says being in the starting lineup is really important this
time.

“I'lIl be able to do a better job for Christ if I do better in
football,” says Terry. “Doors just seem to open to Tennessee
football players. That's one of the reasons I had my summer
Job.™

TERRY MOORE made $§100 a week as vouth director at
North Knoxville Baptist Church. He had the church gymnasium
open in the mornings for little people and in the evenings for
the older guys and girls. One night each week Terry conducted
Bible study. He directed retreats to the mountains.

“‘We did the 1l-mile bike ride around Cades Cove," he re-
called. *‘It was great.”

Some of Terry's church pals helped him with workouts for
UT: They'd run with him on the track. They let him in their
basketball games. Some even joined him for weight-lifting.

THERE were times when Terry was not so decisive about
his direction.

Spend a day
there and you come away thankful for heaith and strength.**

Terry has more of that than before. He lost 15 pounds on
purpose, down to 197, and gained on the lift chart to 320.

_CONFIDENCE? Terry has some of that, too.

*] know I can carry the ball. I've averaged better than five
yards a try since |'ve been here. Now it matters more than
ever. I just know I can help the team.*’

The team? How about the team?

“**There's more here than people say. They are wrong when
they rate us so low. This squad believes it can win. And we’ll
pull together. We'll surprise some people. Just wait.™

“Terry thinks Stanley Morgan is an exceptional footballer.
